Candidates for this scholarship award must demonstrate substantial service or volunteer activities
benefiting local communities or organizations. These types of volunteer activities may include service
projects such as: tutoring, coaching, child care, hospital or hospice care, community service projects,
scouting, museum work, junior achievement, church work, outreach activities, work in political campaigns
or other activities that benefit local communities or organizations.

The scholarship will be for at least one $500 scholarship paid directly to the recipient at an awards
ceremony.

SELECTION CRITERIA

e Student must be a Whitefish Bay resident.

e Student must be a graduating senior from a high school located in the metropolitan Milwaukee
area.

» Academic standing, financial need and participation in student activities within the student’s
school will not be a primary component of the evaluation.

e Student must identify and commence a continuing education curriculum (college, technical or
vocational program) commencing no later than the fall term immediately after graduation.

» Applicants, regardless of where they attend high school, must complete the attached Scholarship
